Friday June 5th  – Saturday June 6th, 2026
1. Hours of Operation: Vendors need to be open on Friday from 4:00pm until Dark or later. Saturday Hours are: 
       10:30am – Dark/8:30pm. Please see below about staying until Entertainment is finished.

2. Booth size: 10 by 20’ – If more space is required, please purchase additional space(s). No vehicles will be permitted at your booth. Vehicles must be moved after set-up and parked in the designated lot during the event. 

3. Price per Booth: $300 – for Two Day event (non-refundable). Payment via cash, check, or card must be provided with application to confirm booth space. This event is two days and vendors are expected to stay for duration. No leaving overnight between Friday and Saturday.

4. Electricity: NO Electricity Available. Please provide your own power.  Generators are required (if needed) after designated spaces with electricity run out. Generators MUST be Quiet Generators. NO water access will be provided. 

5. No Wi-Fi available: You will need to provide your own hotspot, if Wi-Fi is needed.

6. Location: Yoakum City Park | 105 Kvinta Drive | Yoakum, Texas 77995 

7. Set-up: Noon to 3:30pm on Friday June 5th . Gates will be shutting and locked by 4:00pm. | Tear down: After 8pm on Saturday June 6th. You are encouraged to stay open for our live entertainment from 5pm – 8pm and 9:45pm to 11:15pm on Friday and 8pm – 11pm on Saturday, if willing and able. This is a two-day enclosed event, so please do not depart sooner than Saturday at 8pm unless prior arrangements have been made! If departing before Headliner entertainers, you will NOT be allowed to bring in your vehicles to tear down, you will need to bring wagons etc to cart your items to your vehicles if using a tent set up.
